Frans Post from Haarlem was a younger brother of Pieter Post, one of Maurits’ architects. There are no known works by Frans Post before his Brazilian period. During his stay in Brazil he was responsible for the topographical images that later earned him the name “Canaletto of Brazil”. Surviving from his Brazilian period – probably only a fraction of the total – are several drawings and seven landscapes painted on canvas, all signed and dated. After his return to the Netherlands, Post stayed in Haarlem and continued to paint landscapes, which were increasingly idealized and inspired by his Brazilian sketches (Sousa-Leao 1973).

Albert Eckhout’s training and his work output before he joined Maurits in Brazil also remain unknown. It is plausible that he was trained in still lifes and portraits and worked in Amsterdam as an illustrator for natural history books. In Brazil his tasks seem to have been documenting fauna and flora and making portraits of the natives. Several of his Brazilian drawings can be found in the Libri Picturati. The most remarkable are his sketches of Amerindians.

Few works can be attributed to Eckhout after his return to Europe in 1644, and none of them signed.
Post and Eckhout were the first trained artists to record images of the New World. No letters or documents describing their tasks and activities during their stay in Brazil have survived. The seven paintings by Frans Post and the paintings by Albert Eckhout in the collection of the National Museum of Denmark, together with the drawings from Libri Picturati, form the only surviving pictorial heritage of 17-th century Brazil.
